• 04/2002: Technical trial starts
• 10/2002: Ministry appoints a DVB-H Committee
• 03/2003: Conclusions of the Committee

– a commercial trial is needed
• 2Q/2005: Commercial trial
• 09/2005: Market players ask for a licence
• 11/2005: Process to issue a network licence starts
• 01/2006: Four applicants
• 03/2006: Government is expected to grant the licence
